Historical Park 

is an 80-acre park located on the original fur 
trade site on the banks of the Yellow River, 
3 miles west of Wisconsin Highway 35 on 
County Road U. 
 

Folle Avoine (faal a-vwon) means "crazy 
oats," the voyageurs' term for wild rice.  
 
The Burnet County Historical Society 
operates the historical park as a non-profit 
educational facility.
